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Abstract: We live in a complex and changing world in which academic, professional, and
everyday life activities increasingly illustrate the need for sophisticated communicative and
analytic abilities in intercultural and multilingual contexts. These late modern conditions
articulate closely with a primary goal of  world/foreign language education – to gain the capacity
to contribute to dynamic processes of  meaning making with an understanding of  the divergent
cultural practices, values, and ideologies that are involved. This presentation will describe
pedagogical innovations that are adaptive to emergent communicative conditions, open to a
diversity of  genres and potentially mixed language communicative dynamics, and that offer
experientially and linguistically rich opportunities for engagement. In conclusion, it is suggested
that the future of  world language education will require adaptive alignment with rapidly changing
global conditions and will benefit from a central position within the broader intellectual life of
schools and universities.
